
WARNINGS

Wall anchors are not included due to the variety of wall materials. Ensure you use appropriate anchors for your wall 
or floor type.
The aluminium screen may have sharp edges. Wear cut-resistant gloves during installation.
Do not sit on the screen.

MAINTENANCE
The screen requires minimal maintenance under normal conditions.
Clean with water and a neutral detergent as needed.

STEP 5  : Carefully stand the assembled unit. Remove the 
protective film from the front panel.

Ensure you do not pull the screen onto yourself. 
Always have a second person hold the screen in place 
during installation.

STEP 2: Remove the protective film from the side panels.
Attach the side panels to the front frame using the Philips 
head screws. Ensure the louvres match the direction of 
the front panel.

STEP 1: Do not remove protective film yet. Place front 
panel face down. Lay it on the flattened box to avoid 
scratching the screen.

STEP 3:  Install the rubber mounts. The 2 front mounts are 
screwed directly into the front door frame. For the rear 
rubber mounts, use the washers and nuts provided.

STEP 4: Align the top panel and secure using the hex 
head screws, nuts, and washers supplied. Use an Allen 
key to tighten the screws.  

STEP 6: Mark the back wall and install suitable wall 
anchors (not included). If anchoring to the floor, use the 
holes on the bottom of the side panels.
