Pre-Installation Checklist

Before starting, make sure the installation surface is clean, level, and structurally stable. Check local building codes and HOA guidelines
for any height restrictions, boundary rules, or permit requirements. Carefully measure and mark the intended fence location, confirming
alignment and spacing. Lay out all components on a soft, clean surface to prevent damage, and check that all parts are present and
undamaged. Prepare all necessary tools in advance, including a drill, level, screwdriver, and safety gear. For safe and efficient
installation, always work with at least one other person. Avoid installing during harsh weather such as rain, high winds, or extreme cold.
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Secure the base plate to the surface with
appropriate anchor bolts Insert and fasten
screws into the pre-drilled holes of the Base
Plate (04). Place the Base Plate Cap (05)
over the installed screws to cover them.

Place the Base Plate (04) on your prepared
surface. Mark and drill four holes into the
ground using the base plate

Slide both Bottom Spacers (08) into the
interior channel at the base of the Post (01).

Insert the Bottom Rail (06) horizontally
into the bottom slot between the Posts
(01). Ensure it rests securely on the
Bottom Spacers (08) and is flush with
both posts.
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Insert one Aluminum Slat 6' Horizontal
(07) above the Bottom Rail (06). Push it
down gently into place, ensuring it sits
flush.

Start inserting Slat (07) on each other.
Repeat the process:
Slat > Slat, continuing upward.

Ensure each part is seated evenly and
snugly within the post channel.
Continue until all 16 Slats are inserted.

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After alternating slats and spacers, insert the
final Aluminum Slat (07) at the top. Make sure it
fits tightly above the last Spacer (10).

Secure the Top Rail (06) using Pan Head
Screws (12) through the designated holes.
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Insert the Top Rail (06) into the top slots
of the Posts (O1). Align carefully over the
final Aluminum Slat (07).

Insert the Top Spacers (09) into each
Post (01) and Drill the hole in the top
spacer (09). Secure each Top Spacer (09)
with Pan Head Screws (11).

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Slide the Post Cover (02) into place on
the exposed opening of the Post (01).

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Insert the Post Cap (03) at the top of the
Post (01). Gently tap down using a rubber
mallet if necessary for a secure fit.
Assembly Complete! Your fence is now
ready for use, offering both security and
semi-privacy.
